Welcome to the “New” Francis Point
The Francis Point Lake House sits on a fantastic private point on the Roanoke River side of Smith Mountain Lake.  The house is on a hill with great panoramic views and an easy staircase down to another large flat point at the lake's edge with access to a covered gazebo and a separate dock with a covered bar area. There is great fishing and this is the quiet part of the lake. 

The home underwent an extensive renovation in 2005 and now features:

· An in-ground swimming pool with large amount of decking and sitting areas just out from the house with expansive views

· A stones terrace to the side of the house with built in grill area and outdoor fireplace, also great views

· A large screened porch

· An updated, open kitchen- great for entertaining

· The kitchen is under a large A-Frame roof  encompassing a card playing area, a living room with large flat panel TV, a game room (foosball table) and a private  den with separate entrance- all open and again great for entertainment

· Inside the main door off the driveway is a large foyer with built in stereo equipment including a turntable. This is a home stereo that covers most of the house, the outside and the dock with separate volume controls at each location.

· In this foyer is also a day bed with a trundle (sleeps 2)

· Up the stairs from the foyer is a large bunk room with two sets of bunk beds, and six twin beds (sleeps in beds 10), a sitting area, TV and VCR and a large deck and full bathroom

· Downstairs, off the living room is a new half bath with access to the swimming pool (makes a good changing room)

· On the first floor, down a hall are four bedrooms- three queens and one king. These bedrooms accommodate four adults comfortably. 
· There is a full bath off the hallway and a full bath off the master bedroom 

· There is a large parking area

As you can see the house is great for get-togethers and family reunions. It is meant to comfortably accommodate 22 people.  Please, no animals, no larger parties and no smoking.

Francis Point is rented by the week between Memorial Day and Labor Day, Friday to Friday.  Check-out is 10am, Check-in is 4pm. 2006 Rate is $2525.00/week and now includes trash pick-up.
Francis Point is also available in May and September for weekends and day/corporate retreats at variable rates.
What to bring:

· Beach towels

· Life jackets

· Suntan lotion

· Paper products including paper towels and toilet paper, dishwashing liquid, laundry detergent if you plan on using washer and dryer

· Outdoor games (e.g. volleyball/badminton for the point)

· Pool stuff (rafts, etc- be careful, the pool has a liner, no sharps in or near the pool). 
· There is a large freezer if you want to bring pre-made meals etc.
Contact Indian Point Marina or Parrot Cove Boat Rental for boat rental- please don’t dock on the gazebo!
There is an extra tank of propane in the closet off the porch- if you would fill the old one up if you run out and put back in that closet and I will reimburse you.

Diamond Hill General Store (up the road to end and to the right) is a great and convenient place for many items.

Please Keep in Mind:
· Check-in no earlier than 4pm Friday
· Must check-out (means fully off property) by 9am Friday
· Leave keys under mat by main/driveway door
· No smoking

· No animals

· No parties larger than 22 people
· Try to reuse or clean towels etc. as the week progresses so there’s not too many for housekeeper to do on checkout
· Pull all linens and place in a pile near foyer at weeks end

· Trash pick-up is early Wednesday morning around 6am.  Please make sure you take all trash to the garbage area on the far side of the garage on Tuesday Night! This includes trash from dock, boat house, bedrooms, pool area, etc. This is very important or else too much trash will be around for the next renter. 
· Do not re-arrange furniture, put nails in wall, etc. 

· No Climbing on beams etc., keep children away from any area you feel would be unsafe
· Do not hit Cable Lights with balls, etc- no balls etc. indoors
· If using A/C, keep doors closed- turn off when leave

· Dry off before coming into house, especially on new wood floors
· The Organ is not a toy! Watch its use and be sure to turn off
· Take food, perishables from kitchen & boathouse with you- leave Fridge clean

· Do NOT use main volume control for stereo- use individual room controls (never past 3 position or 75%) and leave main volume at 12 position (50%)
· Leave house, pool area, dock, porch as you found it

· Lock boat house on departure
· Do not use pool heat and stay away from docked boat and jet ski. 
· PLEASE- DO NOT DOCK ON THE GAZEBO.
· The outdoor fireplace is now finished- so you may wish to bring some firewood and starters.
· If you are going to be gone for part of week- be sure to lock up, otherwise plan is to leave gate open etc. from one renter to next

· Use cutting boards in kitchen

· Adjust TV in living room at your OWN RISK- adults
